“Work has been
progressing through the warm
months of summer at the Rancho
Las Palmas Shopping Center and
we expect completion sometime
in August.”
     The Chamber has leased the
office space from the City of
Rancho Mirage.  The move will
double the Chamber’s current
space.   The new offices will give
the chamber a place to hold Board
of Directors meetings, New
Member Orientations and large
committee meetings.  “We’ve
never had the space to hold a
Board meeting or Member
Orientation,” said Ackley. “For the
fourteen years I’ve been with the
chamber, we’ve always had to find
the space to hold our monthly
Board meetings.”
     The new offices will also
contain the Chamber’s Visitor
Information office.  Ackley says
the new location should make it
more accessible and visible to
visitors.  “It will be nice to finally
be on Highway 111,” Ackley said.
     Ackley admits that while he is
excited about moving, he will
miss the old chamber office. “The
Chamber has been there for 20
years,” he said. “The place was
cozy and we had the best
landlords you could ever ask for in
Sonny and Lee Tatum.”

     Construction continues on
the space adjacent to
Plummers that will be home to
the Valley’s only Jo-Ann Fabric
and Craft Superstore (31,500
S.F.) which is tentatively
scheduled to open in mid-
August.
     Leases have been executed
with two restaurant tenants.
Burgers & Beer will occupy
5,300 S.F. of the inline tenant
space nearest to Regal Cinemas
and The Slice Ristorante &
Pizzeria will be opening a
3,000 S.F. restaurant in a
portion of one of the pad
buildings.

     Over 6,000 travel leaders
attend the event and billions of
dollars of travel business is
negotiated. Rancho Mirage
joined the Palm Springs Desert
Resort Communities
Convention & Visitors Authority
in their booth for Pow Wow Las
Vegas 2008.
     Interest in the new and
recently refurbished Rancho
Mirage resorts: The Ritz-
Carlton, the Agua Caliente
Casino-Resort-Spa and the
Rancho Las Palmas Resort &
Spa was keen.
     Buyers from Great Britain,
Germany and Canada were
particularly interested and
asked for more information. For
the first time buyers from
China, India and Russia
attended the event and they too
wanted to know more about
Rancho Mirage. Over 75
significant leads were turned
over to Rancho Mirage resorts.

     Talbert Development LLC is
pursuing the development of a
52,244 S.F. retail center on 4.82
acres at 70-265 Highway 111
and Thunder Road (next to Lord
Fletcher’s). The project, to be
named The Shoppes of Rancho
Mirage, has received LEED Gold
pre-certification status based
on its environmentally friendly
design. The project was
approved by the Architecture
Review Board on December 17,
2007, and by the Planning
Commission on May 22 and the
City Council on June 19.

CRAB POT RESTAURANT
     The former Dominick’s
restaurant on Highway 111 was
sold to a local restaurant
operator in October 2007. The
new owners have plans for
opening their second Crab Pot
location in the valley at this site,
which has been vacant for
several years. The nautical
themed restaurant serves a
variety of family style seafood in

     The developer remains in
active lease negotiations with
some significant possible
tenants, although none are
ready for public announce-
ment at this time.

FIVE PEAKS
     Monte Vista Rancho Mirage
has submitted plans to develop
approximately 18 acres of
commercially zoned property
across from the Rancho Mirage
Library. The Preliminary
Development Plan calls for
189,616 S.F. of high-end retail
from approximately the center
line of the property boundary to
the western boundary.
     The developer is also
pursuing a hotel for the
remainder of the site and has
been in discussions with several
possible hoteliers.
     The project was presented to
the Architecture Review Board
in November  2007 for an initial
review and again on February
25, 2008. The ARB approved the
project, but asked that it be
brought back to verify that the
requested modifications are
made.
     Staff is underway with
environmental review of the
project, but it has yet to be
scheduled for review by the
ARB.

THOMASVILLE FURNITURE
     The City Council approved
Sheila Weinstock’s plans for a
new 22,122 S.F. commercial
retail building at 72-091
Highway 111 (adjacent to
Legacy Furniture) in December
2006. The project was designed

to be anchored by a 10,293 S.F.
Thomasville Furniture store.
Representatives from the
project team have indicated that
the project is currently on hold
as a result of the current
economic downturn.

KESSLER OFFICE PROJECT
Construction continues on Steve
Kessler’s 15,376 S.F. 2-story
professional office building on
1.10 acres at 71-687 Highway
111 (west of Dunes View along
Sahara Road). This building is
still on track for a mid-summer
completion.

TWO HAWKEYE PARK
Wes Oliphant’s new office
project called Two Hawkeye is
moving forward again after
several months of delay. Staff
received a revised set of building
plans for the project and a
Building Permit has been issued.
The project is located on 1.2
acres immediately to the west of
One Hawkeye at 69-842
Highway 111.

WINDERMERE REALTY
Bob Deville was granted a one-
year extension on his
development of an 11,000 S.F. 2-
story office building to house
Windermere Realty at 71-691
Highway 111 (the southwest
corner of Highway 111 and
Dunes View).
     The project was originally
approved by the City Council on
February 2, 2006. Grading and
Building Permits have been
issued.
