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Lehman Bankruptcy Halts Ritz Construction, C
OKs Bed Tax Renates to Ensure Hotel Completion  Candidate Forum

The Lehman Brothers bank-
ruptcy in New York was a factor
in the recent work stoppage on
the construction of the nearly-
complete Ritz-Carlton, Rancho
Mirage hotel project.
Construction workers were sent
home on September 17 as the
contractor wanted a secure
funding source to pay for the
work being done, according to
project attorney Emily Hempill of
Ealy, Hempill & Blasdel, LLP. She
said Lehman Brothers was the
primary lender of the project.

At their Sept. 18 meeting,
the Rancho Mirage City
Council, on a vote of 5-0,
approved a financial incentive
plan so that developers will
finish the construction and the
hotel will open. The plan calls
for the City to rebate 50% of
the TOT (Bed Tax) over $1.2
million annually, up to $10
million. The City also agreed
to rebate 100% of the TOT
generated from the new
Tennis & Spa Suites. The City
will also purchase three Spa

Suites for $5 million and hold
them for 5 years when they
must be bought back by the
developer.

Mayor Ron Meepos said this
financial incentive plan will
ensure that the hotel project
gets completed and starts
generating revenue for the city.
Councilman Dana Hobart said
that an unfinished resort project
lying dormant would not be
good for residents property
values, and the bed tax revenue
from the resort that the city had
been used to having, would be
gone. Councilman Richard Kite
said that the city isnt giving
GenLB money the hotel
construction must be finished
and the Ritz-Carlton needs to
open before any rebates on Bed
Tax are given. He added that the
rebates will be paid back to the
City once the resort achieves
more than $24 million in annual
revenue.

Hempill noted that the hotel
and spa suites are 80 percent
complete and that the
developers have spent more
than $200 million on the
project. She said that
construction should resume in
several weeks and the Ritz-
Carlton is still shooting for an
early 2009 opening.

Details of City Agreement with

Ritz-Carlton Hotel Deve

Hotel must open in 2009 as a
Ritz-Carlton. Agreement is null &
void if the property is sold or ceases
to operate as a Ritz-Carlton, unless
the City approves the sale or change
in operator AND the new owner/
operator assumes the remaining
obligations (i.e. repayment of prior
rebates, repurchase of Spa Suites,
etc.).

The City will rebate 50% of the
TOT received from the Hotel and
Spa Suites above $1.2 million
annually until:

1) the maximum total Hotel & Spa
Suite Rebate of $10 million is
reached:;

2) the property operates at $24
million in Net Operating Income
(Revenues less Expenses, exclu-ding income
taxes, loan payments, depreciation and
capital expend-itures);

OR

3) the year 12/31/2028, whichever
(of the three) occurs first.

[So, for example, if the TOT in a given year
is $2 million, the City keeps the first $1.2
million and 50% of the overage ; the
remaining 50%, or $400,000, would be
paid to GENLB (the property owner).
So the City would keep $1.6 million and
GENLB would receive $400,000, with the
$400,000 and all other rebates repaid to
the City later - see below.]

The City will rebate 100% of the
TOT from the Tennis Suites & Villa
Suites up to a total of $10
million. There is no fixed date at
which the Tennis/Villa or

Condotel TOT Rebates cease.
They do, however, cease once the
$10 million maximum Condotel
Rebate is reached. Whatever has

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been previously rebated must begin
being repaid as of 12/31/2028 or when
the property reaches the $24 million
NOI level.

The City has agreed to purchase 3
Spa Suites for $5 million. The City will
hold the suites for a period of 5 years
and will receive net lease income of
$250,000 per year from the suites.
Effectively, the City is loaning the
property owner (which again, is GENLB
and not the Ritz) an initial $5 million
once the Ritz opens for business.
The mechanism that s being used is a
purchase and leaseback of 3 Spa Suites
so that the City will make what is
effectively a secured loan in the form
of ownership of three condo units
which will pay the City 5% annually on
its $5 million loan/investment. The City
has the right to sell any or all of the
three units before the 5-year period
ends. If notsold beforehand, the suites
must be bought back by GENLB in 5
years.

Once the Hotel operates at $24
million annually in Net Operating
Income (see definition above), the TOT
rebates must start to be repaid to the
city and if that $24 million threshold is
not reached before 12/31/2028, the
repayment of the TOT rebates begins
anyway at a minimum of $1 million per
year, growing by $100,000 each year
thereafter (i.e. $1.1 million as of 12/31/
2029, $1.2 million as of 12/31/2030,
etc.). These payments to the City are on
top of the regular TOT collections that
the City would be receiving at that time.

The total of the TOT rebates is not
to exceed $20 million (and financial
projections estimated that the rebates
would be paid out over the period of
2009-2022 - reaching the total
maximum of $20 million in 2022 - with
repayments of the $20 million
beginning in 2029).

If the Hotel is sold at any time at a
price in excess of $267 million,
any previously paid rebates not yet
repaid to the City must be paid from
the excess sale proceeds.
